1   Introduction

Maximum length: 18.000 characters (with spaces).

2   Paper Preparation
The printing area for this document is 122 mm × 193 mm. Text should be justified to occupy the full line width, so that the right margin is not ragged, with words hyphenated as appropriate. If possible  please fill pages so that the text's length is no less than 180 mm.
Use 10-point type for the name(s) of the author(s) and 9-point type for the address(es) and the abstract. 10-point type and single-line spacing should be used for the main text. We recommend the use of the font New Times Roman. Italic type may be used to emphasize words in running text. Bold type and underlining should be avoided.
Papers not complying with this style will be reformatted, whichcan lead to unwanted problems. Please do use the template.

Headings. Headings should be capitalized (i.e., nouns, verbs, and all other words except articles, prepositions, and conjunctions should be set with an initial capital) and should, with the exception of the title, be aligned to the left. Words joined by a hyphen are subject to a special rule. If the first word can stand alone, the second word should be capitalized. The font sizes are given in Table 1.
